Topic:  Five Things In Common

Time Required:  30 minutes

Goal Statement:  To help advisees and Advisor get to know each other better and to ease the transition into high school by addressing students’ social concerns.

Activity Statement:  Students will find out quickly what they have in common with the other students in their Advisory. 

Materials:  


Stopwatch or clock

Procedures:  
1. Explain the activity statement for today’s lesson.

2. Ask the students to circulate around the room.  (You may need to move the desks a bit so they can move about a little more freely.)

3. When you say, “Freeze,” they have to turn to the person closest to them and quickly find five things the both have in common with each other.  They only have 90 seconds to discover and share these similarities!  (Remind students to exchange names again!)

4. The students must find a new partner each time.  Repeat the activity until everyone has had a chance to find five things in common with everyone else in the group OR when the activity feels “done”.
5. When they have finished, ask the group to form a circle.  Call on students to share some of the things in common they had with various students.  Make sure that there is something said about each student.  
6. Using the Discussion Questions, bring closure to the activity.

Discussion Questions:
1. What did you think about this activity?

2. What made it easy?

3. What made it difficult?

4. What did you learn from repeating the same activity with different people?

5. Did anything surprise you?

6. What is the purpose of doing an activity such as this one?
