Advisory occurs during a portion of lunch on Mondays, which are now closed campus days for freshmen.  All freshmen have been placed in small Advisory groups with at least one volunteer staff member and four junior/senior mentors.  The purpose of Advisory is to foster relationships and support academics.  Advisors and mentor upperclassmen will work toward this purpose through engaging activities.
